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Of the thousands who had witnessed His miraculous ministry
and heard His amagzing teaching, and the hundreds that had
actually seen Him after the resurrection, we read in Acts
1:15 that only 120 stayed and tarried until the promise
arrived. These 120 were the steadfast ones who had waited
the full term until the promise was fulfilled.

Can you imagine what would have happened if they had
left after the 4th day, or the 6th day, or the 9th day? They
would have missed the promise and the amazing blessing
that came with it. But praise God, one hundred and twenty
believers stayed — they stayed and they waited. They
waited until the Holy Spirit came!

Do you want the fullness of the Spirit in your life? Are you
getting impatient and thinking of giving up. Wait, do not
give up. Continue pressing on. Wait with relentless faith
and patience. Perseverance is often the critical factor in
receiving the promises of God. Our Lord will fulfill every
good promise in His perfect time.
