God gives us for the purpose of building up others in the
body of Christ.
The Holy Spirit often uses our God given talents in the service
and purpose for which they are given, yet there may be
times when God works through a person who does not seem
to have any talents at all. God used Moses, a stammerer,
to be His spokesman to Pharoah and to lead His people out
of Egypt. Likewise He used David, a young shepherd boy/
musician, against the giant Goliath. He turned ordinary
fishermen, cowards and betrayers into great community
leaders. Some of us may be blessed with natural gifts but
the Holy Spirit working within the believer takes the
natural and the supernatural together into the power
to serve.
What God desires from us is a willing heart, an open heart.
An obedient servant heart that is willing to say to Him “Here
I am, use me.” The Holy Spirit gives God’s people extra-
ordinary personal gifts to serve Christ and His church. These
grace gifts are given to edify our church and to present Christ
to the world. If we use the gifts God gave us well, believers
will be encouraged and unbelievers will be drawn to our Savior.
